Since 1986, we have built and rehabbed nearly 400 homes
in the Greater Richmond area. We have completed more
than 175 critical home repairs.

In fiscal year 2024, we served a total of 52 families through
our Homeownership, Critical Home Repair, Neighborhood
Revitalization, Tithe, and Affordable Rental programs. We
mobilized 2,194 unique volunteers to fill 6,063 volunteer
spots for a total of 34,061 service hours.
